MISSION

Music at Christ’s Hospital is nationally recognised
—and truly central to the life of the school.

Uniquely, our students perform or hear live
music performed by their peers, every single
day. Whether it's the famous marching band, the
Chapel and Gospel Choirs, or one of the weekly
concerts, music is ever-present — enriching and
uniting the school community.

More than 100 students take part in the renowned
Christ's Hospital marching band, which plays four
days a week. The band also represents the school
at major events, including St Matthew's Day in

the City of London, the Lord Mayor’s Show and
performances at The Tower of London and on
European band tours.

The musical heritage of Christ's Hospital stretches
back centuries — yet, what we offer today is
extraordinary even by modern standards. Over 650
individual music lessons are delivered each week
by nine full-time staff and 36 visiting teachers.

Around a quarter of the school belongs to one

or more of our major ensembles, and every
student has access to high-quality musical tuition.
Instruments and sheet music are provided free of
charge and lessons are subsidised according to
family income.

No other school in the country — except for
specialist music schools — offers the depth,
breadth and accessibility of music provision
found at Christ’s Hospital.

We also welcome visiting students from local primary
schools for termly enrichment events, including Science
Days, Maths Challenges, music workshops, drama
performances and Poetry in Translation sessions.
